SECTION  B

HISTORY OF THE ORGANISATION
The Centre started in 1994, catering for 5 children, after a needs assessment survey revealed that there were many children with disabilities in need of care and stimulation.
Presently 40 children from Mohlakeng, Kagiso, Toeklomsrus and Randfontein are being catered for in a building, which has been converted into a Day Care Centre in Randfontein.


TARGET AREA
The service is targeted at children with disabilities in the Greater Randfontein area and surrounding informal settlements as well as Kagiso in Mogale City.  These areas are characterised by high incidences of poverty and unemployment.  ± 90% of our beneficiaries come from poor socio-economic backgrounds and single parent households.
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SERVICES RENDERED
· The Centre is a stimulant project, which caters for children with disabilities.
· Main services include, screening of the child and admission.

· Monitoring and evaluating adjustment after placement.

· Identification and placement of the children in special schools, if circumstances deem necessary.

· Assessment of the child’s development and drawing up of a stimulation rehabilitation plan based on the potential of each child.
· Provision of 2 nutritionally balanced meals daily and transport.

· Staff training, if funds are available.

· Social work services to the children and their families.

· Physiotherapy and occupational therapy on a weekly basis by a rehab team for West Rand Health.

· Fundraising.

· Regular staff, committee and parent meetings.

OBJECTIVES

To empower children with disabilities to reach their full potential through a comprehensive stimulation programme.
To provide a multi-faceted, developmental and rehabilitative service to children with disabilities.

MOTIVATION
This is the only Day Care Centre for children with disabilities on the West Rand.  These children are, due to the nature and severity of their disabilities not able to gain admission into special schools.  Thus, the need for this stimulation Centre for children with disabilities.
